Supply list
e White envelope - In the range of 5" x 7" or smaller.

e White Card stock or watercolor paper cut to fit inside the envelope you've
chosen to use.

e Security envelope patterns — 3-4 black patterns (a combo of light, medium,

and dark will work best), and 2 blue patterns. You can add additional colors
too if you have them.

If you don’t have security envelopes -
print the supplied three page PDF on any weight white copy paper.

e Scissors or cutting blade

e Cutting mat

e Glue stick

e Bone folder for burnishing

e Wax paper or parchment paper for burnishing
e Ruler

e Old magazine or scrap paper to glue on

* optional — one nature inspired postmarked postage stamp (bird, butterfly, flower, etc.)
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
